· THE EARLY SHOW is CBS News' weekday morning broadcast, with anchors Harry Smith, Hannah Storm, Julie Chen and René Syler, and weatherman Dave Price.  The program emanates from a state-of-the-art broadcast studio at Fifth Avenue and 59th Street in New York.  Michael Bass is the senior executive producer.
Weekdays (7:00-9:00 AM, ET/PT)

· CBS MORNING NEWS is a continually updated series of half-hour reports on the latest news developments and the top news stories for the day ahead anchored by Susan McGinnis. 

Weekdays (4:30-5:00 AM, ET/PT; updated at 5:30, 6:00 and 6:30 AM)
· UP TO THE MINUTE, CBS News' overnight news broadcast, which begins its 14th full season in the fall, provides viewers with up to four hours of reports and interviews.  Melissa McDermott is the anchor.

Weekdays (2:00-6:00 AM, ET/PT; check local listings)

· 60 MINUTES, continuing its long reign as television's top newsmagazine, enters its 38th season on CBS with its trademark blend of investigative reports, interviews and profiles.  60 MINUTES' distinguished group of journalists includes Mike Wallace, Morley Safer, Ed Bradley, Steve Kroft, Lesley Stahl, Dan Rather, Bob Simon, Scott Pelley and Andy Rooney, with contributing correspondents.  Jeffrey Fager is the executive producer.

Sundays (7:00-8:00 PM, ET/PT)

· 48 HOURS MYSTERY enters its 19th season in the fall.  The broadcast has been critically acclaimed for its innovative, in-depth, as-it-happens style and has received 17 Emmy Awards and three George Foster Peabody Awards, among many other honors. 48 HOURS MYSTERY correspondents include Harold Dow, Bill Lagattuta, Erin Moriarty, Troy Roberts, Richard Schlesinger, Susan Spencer, Peter Van Sant and contributor Maureen Maher. CBS News correspondents in the United States and overseas also contribute to the broadcast.  Susan Zirinsky is the executive producer.

Saturdays (10:00-11:00 PM, ET/PT)

· THE SATURDAY EARLY SHOW, anchored by Russ Mitchell, enters its ninth season this fall.  The broadcast offers viewers a chance to catch up on the news of the week and the day, and includes reports on medicine and health, personal finance, consumer issues, business and technology and entertainment news. Other popular weekly features are "Chef on a Shoestring," which gives renowned chefs $40 to create a complete meal for four, and "Second Cup Café," a showcase for up-and-coming musical artists. Michael Bass is the senior executive producer.

Saturdays (7:00-9:00 AM, ET; check local listings)

· CBS NEWS SUNDAY MORNING, which enters its 27th season in 2005-06, provides a critically acclaimed in-depth look at the news of the day, a celebration of human accomplishment and a journey through the worlds of fine art, music, nature, sports, science and Americana.  It is anchored by Charles Osgood, who is joined by an eclectic group of correspondents and contributors, including Rita Braver, Martha Teichner, Bill Geist and Russ Mitchell, as well as David Edelstein (media), Eugenia Zukerman (classical music), Nancy Giles (commentary) and Bill Flanagan (popular music).  Rand Morrison is the executive producer.

Sundays (9:00-10:30 AM, ET; check local listings)

· FACE THE NATION WITH BOB SCHIEFFER, CBS News' Sunday public-affairs broadcast moderated by CBS News' chief Washington correspondent, focuses each week on the most topical issues with one or more newsmakers and a lively roundtable discussion.  FACE THE NATION premiered in 1954.  Carin Pratt is the executive producer.

Sundays (10:30-11:00 AM, ET; check local listings)

· CBS EVENING NEWS (Saturday Edition) is anchored on an alternating basis by Russ Mitchell and Thalia Assuras.  Patricia Shevlin is the executive producer.

Saturdays (6:30-7:00 PM, ET/PT, or 6:00-6:30 PM, PT)

· CBS EVENING NEWS WITH JOHN ROBERTS (Sunday Edition) is anchored by John Roberts, CBS News chief White House correspondent.  Patricia Shevlin is the executive producer.

Sundays (6:00-6:30 PM, ET/PT, or 6:30-7:00 PM, ET/PT)

NEWSBREAK, a brief news summary presented by various CBS News anchors and correspondents, is broadcast once each weekday.


CBS Radio News is heard by more than 26 million Americans weekly on more than 500 radio stations throughout the United States, with up-to-the minute information -- hourly newscasts, instant coverage of breaking stories, special reports, updates, features, customized reports and news feeds.
