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THALIA ASSURAS

(Anchor, CBS EVENING NEWS Saturday Edition; CBS News Correspondent)
Thalia Assuras has been one of the two primary anchors of the Saturday edition of the CBS EVENING NEWS since December 2001 and a CBS News correspondent since February 2005.  Before that, in addition to her EVENING NEWS anchor duties, she served as a national correspondent for THE EARLY SHOW and other CBS News broadcasts (2001-05).
Assuras reported from Iraq -- including from Fallujah and Najaf -- almost immediately after the fall of Saddam Hussein, and she was embedded with the U.S. 4th Infantry Division.  She was among the first reporters to broadcast from Tikrit when Saddam was captured in 2004, for CBS News' live coverage and all if its broadcasts, including 60 MINUTES.  Assuras also reported on the build-up to the war from Kuwait.  She has covered the refugee crisis in Kosovo and the 2004 Olympic Summer Games in Athens, among other stories.  While based in Washington, Assuras has done her share of political reporting, including the second inauguration of President George W. Bush, the State of the Union address, the 2004 Bush presidential campaign and presidential trips to Africa, Turkey, Ireland and Russia.
Her anchor duties have included live coverage of the return of Elian Gonzalez to Cuba and the funeral of John F. Kennedy, Jr. 

While based in New York, Assuras was co-anchor of THE SATURDAY EARLY SHOW (1999-2002) with Russ Mitchell.  She was co-anchor of CBS News' weekday morning news broadcast, "This Morning" (1999); anchor of the early-morning CBS MORNING NEWS; and co-anchor of the 7:00-8:00 AM hour of "This Morning."  Prior to that, she was a CBS News correspondent (1997-99), reporting for a variety of broadcasts, including "This Morning" and the CBS EVENING NEWS.  Assuras also substitute-anchored the CBS MORNING NEWS and "This Morning" during that period.  Before that, she served as co-anchor of a live daily news broadcast on the then-CBS cable channel Eye on People (1997).

Assuras joined CBS News from ABC, where she was an anchor for "World News Now" and "World News This Morning" (1993-96) and served as a general assignment correspondent.

Previously, she anchored "Canada AM," CTV's morning news broadcast, co-anchored "Canada AM Weekend" and substitute-anchored the "CTV Weekend News" (1992-93).  Assuras also served as a field reporter.  

Assuras has been nominated for two Emmy Awards.  She has received the National Association of Black Journalists Salute to Excellence Award (2003), James Beard Foundation Award in Excellence (2002), Marie Torre Memorial Award for Journalism from Carlow College (2001) and a Sigma Delta Chi Award for Spot News Coverage (2000).
Assuras was born in London, Ontario, Canada.  She was graduated from the University of Western Ontario with honors with a bachelor of science degree in microbiology and immunology and a master's degree in journalism.   She lives in Washington, D.C. 
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
